Go to the website indicated for specific information regarding registration, test 
locations, test dates, etc., and to actually register. They will lead you through a series of 
questions, ending with a request for your credit card number. You will need to complete 
the registration process within 20 minutes, or you will be timed out by your computer.

You are responsible for registering and taking this 
assessment.  It is part of completing your New Mexico administrative licensure. Please
